Welcome to another year of faith formation. We are beginning registration for the 2010/2011 school year for all 
registered parishioners of St. Michael.  Be sure to look through all the enclosed materials.  The proposed calendar 
for preschool through 6th grade is located on the back page of the green handbook.   The 7th and 8th grade calendar 
can be found in the back of the Jr. High Family Handbook.  Please note there is a sacrament fee of $25 for students 
in 2nd, 7th and 8th grade.   New parishioners need to register with the Parish Office at 630-665-2250 before 
registering for Faith Formation classes.   
 
Two years of Faith Formation classes are required prior to First Reconciliation, First Eucharist and 
Confirmation.  At Baptism, parents promise to raise their child in our Catholic faith. Consistent Mass attendance 
and class attendance is a part of that promise. Please check your child’s folder and your e-mail each week for 
important updates.  Information is also posted in the parish bulletin and on our website: 
www.stmichaelcommunity.org.  We encourage you to register for classes before June 30, 2010 as tuition increases 
July 3, 2010.

6)  Volunteer Opportunities Form (light blue). Those who choose to volunteer as a CATECHIST or 
      SHEPHERD, only pay the $40 registration fee and $25 sacramental fee (if applicable).
